Judaizing – Christians should become Jews first or more Jewish.

Gnosticism – “Knowledge” saves and may be available only to a select few. Highly dualistic.

Marcionism – Rejection of Hebrew “god” in favor of New Testament “god.”

Manichaeism – Persian Gnostic religion, highly dualistic.

Novatianism – People who apostasize or commit serious sin can never be absolved.

Donatism – Personal moral unworthiness invalidates the sacraments of clergy (even if repentant).

Arianism – Christ is not God, but only the highest created being.

Chiliasm – Christ will reign for a literal 1,000 years after the Second Coming.

Pelagianism – Man can save himself without divine grace.

Apokatastasis – All will be saved, even if they reject God.

Monothelitism – Jesus had only one will, the divine.

Filioquism – The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father and the Son.

Ethnophyletism – Church governance should be based on ethnic divisions, rather than geographic.
