Comprehension and discussion questions

1. In what psychological/emotional state did Frederica use to  approach an audience in a secular college/state university? Why? What topics does she usually raise on such occasions? 

2. What has been the typical reaction to her message in secular colleges/state universities? What segment of the audience does she hold responsible for such reaction? How does she describe the atmosphere at a secular college?

3. (This is a thematic question. To answer it you need to listen to the very end of the programme.)  What attitude do the faculty have in Christian colleges? Who do they not want to be taken for/classed with? Who is Jerry Falwell? What intention/goal concerning students does Frederica often hear expressed by staff on Evangelical campuses? 

4. Why does Frederica not like the terms “liberal” and “conservative”? In what “box” does she find herself “shoved” and why?

5. What point that Frederica made was badly misread by the audience at a Christian college? Do you agree with her point of view (both about early marriages and that she had been misread by the audience)? What later comment did she get on that incident from a participant?

6. What was the reaction of Frederica’s son Stephen after a week at an Evangelical college? Why?

7. What has been the experience of a young friend of Frederica’s who went to an Evangelical college?
