5. What remarks does M.K. make about linguistic, cultural and “jurisdictional” aspects of a Briton’s conversion to Orthodoxy? How does he define Orthodoxy in this connection?

6. What is M.K.’s comment on the “Western Rite” Orthodoxy?  Are there such Orthodox parishes in Britain?  Where do they exist? What is their place in the Orthodox Church? Does M.K. support the idea of proliferation of Western Rite in the West? Why/why not?
